Emergency Contacts In the event of illness or emergency, it is important that the school 
is supplied with names and contact numbers that are within easy reach of the school. 
Please inform the school of any changes in emergency contact information during the 
school year. We always try to contact parents/carers first before contacting another 
named contact. If an additional person, not on your contact list, is collecting your child 
please notify the school. 
 
Breakfast This is provided from 08:00-08:45 in the Main Hall. Juice, cereal and 
toast are available. Breakfast costs £2 for the eldest child in the family and £1 for 
siblings (payable via ParentPay). 
 
Soft Start Throughout P1 children benefit from a soft start, transitioning straight to 
class at 08:50 for a playful start. 
 
Lunch Arrangements Children eating lunch at the cafeteria must pre-order a 
lunchtime meal at home via ParentPay (they can be ordered up to four weeks in 
advance). Packed lunches are eaten in Room 9 (the stage). All children dine with their 
class peers. 
If going home for lunch, children will be escorted from class at 12:30 to be collected 
from the Main Entrance. 
 
Nut Free Zone Some of our children are in danger of anaphylaxis, caused by a nut 
allergy.
